e The maximum grant amount request per application is $5,000.

o Registered charitable organizations
o Qualified donees recognized by Canada Revenue Agency (CRA)
o Non Profit organizations through a partnership with a fiscal partner. You can find

Funding for successful applications will be disbursed by the end of May 2024. Funding must be
used for expenses incurred between June 1, 2024 and May 31, 2025.

e Project or programs that do not impact children and youth
e Operating expenses

Evaluation:

Those organizations that receive funding through The Woolwich Community Fund will be requested
to share stories about the impact of the funding, including videos/pictures of the grant in action if
possible. This type of feedback is very valuable to the Review Committee and helps to inform their
future granting decisions. A link to the report form will be provided with the grant letter to successful
applicants.
